Wind is an inexhaustible, abundant energy source
Wind energy is a powerful energy resource that is freely available and will never run out. 
Australia is rated as one of the best wind resource sites in the world. 

Wind energy cuts greenhouse gas emissions 
Every megawatt hour of wind energy generated in Victoria avoids producing 1 tonne of 
greenhouse emissions on average from traditional electricity generation sources.  
A typical 2 megawatt (MW) wind turbine in Victoria can reduce approximately 6,000 tonnes 
of greenhouse gas emissions per annum.1

An average 2 megawatt (MW) wind turbine can produce approximately 6,000 MW hours 
of energy per year (based on a 35 per cent capacity) – that is enough energy to power more 
than 850 homes a year.2
